TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

Tuesday, April 10, 2007
Conconully Community Hall
Mayor Church called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. attending were Council Members, Alan Goff, Dale Brown, Charles Alexander, Don Smith, and Mayor Leland Church. Also present were Jodi Coggins (Clerk/Treasurer), Richard Coggins (Public Works). The Council and audience participated in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Public Presentation: None
Minutes Approval: CM Goff moved that the minutes of the March 13, 2007, Town Council meeting be approved as written waiving the reading, seconded by CM Alexander. The motion passed unanimously. 
Public Comments: Guy Layton spoke about the speed bump on Lake Street, and street maintenance and funds. Dick Coppock requested a variance for his property on 114 N. Esther which will be discussed at the next meeting.
Unfinished Business:  CM Alexander gave an update on the snowmobile/ATV meeting regarding regulations, snowplowing, and noise issues. This committee will meet again to decide on suggestions and possible revisions to existing ordinances. Dick Coppock and Sam Martin also spoke about the possible suggestions and RCW’s governing the ordinance revisions.
Richard Coggins (PW) attended the flood meeting in Okanogan on April 9, and was told that the town creek will not flood over its banks. The council was asked about creek work to avoid future flooding and CM Brown revisited the meeting with various government agencies in the fall where the town was told they could not do any work on the creek without permission from Fish and Game and that permission has yet to be given.
New Business: Various street projects were discussed which included Silver Street next to the Community Hall, speed humps, culverts, and dust control. Discussion on these projects will continue at the next meeting.
Vouchers Approval: CM Brown moved that vouchers in the amount of $17,592.94 be approved for payment, seconded by CM Goff. The motion passed unanimously. The Treasurer’s Report and Quarterly Report were provided to the Council and Mayor. The Mayor approved the reports.
Public Comments (General):  Suggestions were made for traffic control such as a radar board, law enforcement during specific problem times and speed humps.
Richard DalBacon requested a variance on behalf of Joe George at 301 C Avenue for a carport. The variance will allow the building to be three feet from the property line. The request was approved so moved by CM Goff, seconded by CM Smith, motion passed unanimously.

Mr. LeMaster requested a letter to consolidate his lots. His request was approved so moved by CM Brown, seconded by CM Goff, motion passed unanimously.

The public also requested an update on the relocation of the Matsura building and Richard Coggins explained the process, permits, and construction still to be done. 
Council Comments: CM Smith requested Richard Coggins put the speed hump construction on the fast track.
CM Goff announced that there were two council positions up for election this year. Those positions are currently being held by CM Alexander and himself. He encouraged people to run and announced his will likely run again.
Mayor's Comments:  Mayor Church announced the completion of big toy installation in Matsura Park complete with a border and sand for safety.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
